Dear Members and Residents,

The last year has been a very busy and successful one for
your Management Committee.

Maintenance of canal beds, lock and levies

= The most significant and
time consuming issues have
been dealing with the on-
#i= going maintenance of canal
beds, planning lock mainte-
nance, monitoring  work
done and the existing and
proposed levies. Regular
emails have been sent to
members keeping them informed on developments, includ-
ing closures of the lock. Updates, canal bed condition as-
sessment by property, engineering and other reports are
available for members on our website under the Canal and
Lock tab.

We would like to thank the
over 80 members who lodged
submissions against Coun-
cil 6s proposalg
maintain canal beds. Mainte-
nance of the canal beds is
vital to prevent damage to e
revetment walls and proper- ®¥ -
ties. Following discussions and external Iegal advice
Council decided not to implement a levy to pay for the
remediation works currently underway. However, Council
has decided to implement a levy for 2014/2015 on canal
fronting properties for any remediation works following the
completion of Stage 2 (expected to be completed late
2014/early 2015). We have asked Council to send informa-
tion about the levies to affected ratepayers.

We have now received copies of the new budgets and
works plans that Councillors considered at their Budget
Meeting. We will review the plans, budgets and timetables
and then have discussions with senior Council staff. We
will keep members informed about the discussions and
decisions made.

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Gardens and Bees

When did you last see a bee
in your garden? Many of you
will be aware that the number
of bees visiting our gardens
is diminishing. Bees play a
critical role in pollinating our
plants and without them our
source of food from vegeta-
bles and fruit production is
under threat. Each of us can
play a small part to help im-
prove our bee population.

One step is to plant bee attracting plants e.g. lavender,
nasturtiums, basil, thyme, sage, and rocket. If you let some
herbs go to seed, you will get a double bonus, with more
plants and more bees. Apparently bees are most attracted
to purple, blue and yellow flowers. If possible we should try
to avoid using insecticides, but if they must be used, take
care to avoid killing the bees by not spraying in the sunny
warm parts of the day. Respecting the needs of bees and
taking steps to encourage them into our gardens gives us
all an opportunity to contribute to sustainability by starting
with small steps in our own backyard.

ronment ; we are Oalerto bu
Philip Bailey, who ran the now closed nursery at Noosa
Fair wants to advise gardeners, especially those with
blocks on the canals, of the importance of soil pH, which is
a measure of soil acidity or alkalinity. Soil pH is important
because it affects plants capacities to absorb nutrients,
simply applying fertiliser will not address the problem.

Some plants have specific requirements for more acidic or
alkaline soil, but the majority of plants require a pH be-
tween 6 and 7. Philip found some soil tested in Noosa Wa-
ters was as low as 4, which is very stressful for the plants.
It is good idea to measure the pH of your soil around the
garden. Kits to test pH are inexpensive and available at
hardware stores, as are products and advice about adjust-
ing your soil pH.
